At
each of these, an eager and attentive audience heard from practitioners and
researchers what campuses need to do to change themselves--not their autistic
students. UT-Chattanooga, Chestnut Hill College, Clemson, the University of
Delaware and (of course) CAN all presented to student affairs professionals who
seek to better understand and serve their neurodiverse students (and colleagues).
There was a low-sensory room available once again, and, as we mentioned in last
month’s newsletter, recognition by NASPA for the Bridges to Adelphi program as its
outstanding program of the year. All this to say--things are changing. Awareness is
moving toward acceptance and acceptance to celebration of the many ways a truly
neuro-inclusive environment benefits all of us. So while I wish you a happy Autism
Awareness/Acceptance month this April, I also wish for continued inclusion,
encouragement and recognition throughout the year.

New ODEP project examines promising strategies for
improving employment outcomes of young adults on the
autism spectrum

The Office of Disability Employment Policy at the U.S. Department of Labor has
partnered with Mathematica to lead a project to examine barriers to, catalysts for,
and promising strategies for improving employment outcomes of young adults on
the autism spectrum. The project, Research Support Services for Employment of
Young Adults on the Autism Spectrum (REYAAS), kicked off in fall of 2021. A
recent fact sheet explains the project goals and provides an overview of its
timeline and planned activities, and a pair of literature reviews summarizes
promising programs and strategies and evidence on their effectiveness.
Currently, Mathematica is planning a series of public listening sessions to
incorporate perspectives from youth on the autism spectrum and the broader
