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A Word from our President
Dear Members, 

Can you believe we are already in the third quarter? 2023 is flying by fast, but not without some great
things happening. 

In the second quarter of 2023, your DMAA board along with volunteers spent a lot of time and energy
focusing on our legislative efforts on both a state and national level. In March, many DMAA board
members, our legislative committee chair Phil Neuman, and DMAA staff, joined by members and
volunteers from WAAA, PMAMM, and PMAWM, attended Advocate, the National Apartment
Association’s (NAA) DC conference. During this conference, NAA members from all over the country
come together in DC to spend a day lobbying on issues that impact our industry. This year we
discussed critical issues, such as rising rents and the nation’s housing shortage.  We also addressed the
ominous negative public opinion regarding the “fat” landlord and explained that on average, only
$0.09 of every $1.00 is returned to ownership. Our volunteers effectively reinforced NAA’s and DMAA’s
position regarding ending the CARES Act 30-day, “notice-to-vacate” for non-payment of rent, the dire
need for Housing Choice Vouchers, but also for HCV program reform by interacting with the Legislators
to not only inform but to educate them with personal industry expertise and our concerns regarding
current and/or pending legislation and policy. In total our state group met with 23 Representatives’ and
our two Senator’s offices.

In addition to our lobby day, the conference also provides an opportunity to attend the NAA
committee, Region, and Board of Director’s meetings. All attendees felt Advocate to be the most
beneficial of all NAA conferences regarding serving our DMAA membership and the industry in general,
and we look forward to next year’s NAA Advocate.

In May PMAM Capital Day was held. PMAM’s Lobbying firm, Kelley Cawthorne, structured 24 meetings
with different state Representatives’ and Senators’ offices. Our talking points included: Expanding
Affordable Housing, Rent Control, HCV Reform, removing unnecessary licensure requirements,
creating uniform late fee policies, and statewide standards for eradicating bedbugs. We banded
together and had an impressive turnout. DMAA Board and Legislative Committee members believe the
meetings were extremely productive and that Advocate prepared us for Capital Day. We knew our
material, were better communicators, were more confident, and developed better relationships with
our legislators.

We look forward to a productive third quarter with many opportunities for education and our annual
PRISM and GLAStar awards! I look forward to seeing you there.
